Dihydrogen monoxide: A, information on monoxide dihydrogen security (DHMO, SF Fig. 1.1) is a chemical compound commonly used in laboratory investigations. This chemical compound, sometimes referred to as Ydric acid, is colorless and odorless. Dhmo is known to be part of many environmental risks, toxic substances, diseases and agents that
cause diseases. Every year Dhmo is listed as a contributory factor in thousands of deaths, and contributes to millions of dollars of damage to personal owner and the environment. [4] In 2006, in Louisville, Kentucky, David Karem, executive director of the Waterfront Development Corporation, a public body that
operates Waterfront Park, which has a large, public fountain accessible, wanted to discourage bathers to use the fountain. "Relying on a lack of understanding of the chemical composition of the water", he arranged for the signs reading:. "WATER HAZARD - contains high levels of HYDROGEN - Keep out" to be published on the fountain at public
expense [24] [25] An online petition to the British Prime Minister was correctly identified by the office of the prime minister as a hoax , and rejected. In an episode of the science show for children such as 2, Fred Dinenage used a glass of water in a Plexiglas box to make the hoax, before drinking the water then explain the truth.
