increase in agricultural productivity and the resulting population, which resulted in a significant increase in the number of people living in the country. was made possible by a well-developed central administration[80]. Some of the crown achievements of ancient Egypt, the Pyramids of Giza and the Great Sphinx, were built during the Ancient Empire.
Under the leadership of the vizier, state officials collected taxes, coordinated irrigation projects to improve crop yields, recruited peasants to work on construction projects, and established a judicial system to maintain peace and order. Along with the growing importance of a central administration, a new class of educated scribes and officials
emerged to whom the pharaoh granted estates in return for their services. The pharaohs also granted land to their local funeral cults and temples, to make sure that those institutions had the resources to worship the pharaoh after his death. Scholars believe that five centuries of these practices slowly eroded the pharaoh’s economic power, and that
the economy could no longer afford to sustain a large centralized administration.[78] As the pharaoh’s power diminished, regional governors called nomarchs began to defy the pharaoh’s economic power. To uphold the supremacy of the pharaoh. This, coupled with severe droughts between 2200 and 2150 B.C.,[81] is believed to have caused the

The advanced architecture of the Harapenses is shown in its impressive shipyards, barns,
warehouses, brick platforms and protective walls. The enormous walls of the Indus cities probably protected the Harapenses of the floods and could have dissuaded military conflicts. [101] The people of the Indus civilization achieved a great precision in the measurement, mass and time measurement. They were from the first to develop a system of
pesos and uniform measures. A comparison of the available objects indicates a large variation of scale between the territories of the INDO. Its smaller division, marked on an ivory scale found in Lothal in Gujarat, was approximately 1,704 mm, the most small division never recorded on a scale of the Bronze Age. The Harappa engineers followed the
decimal division of the measure for all practical purposes, including the measurement of the mass revealed by their hexahedron weights. Early evidence of Chinese millet farming is dated to around 7000 BC. C., [120] with the earliest evidence of cultivated rice found at Chengtoushan,
near the Yangtze River, dated 6500 BC. Chengtoushan may also be the site of the first walled city in China. [121] At the beginning of the Neolithic Revolution, the Yellow River Valley began to establish itself as a center of Peiligang culture, which flourished from 7000 to 5000 BC. C., with evidence of agriculture, buildings built, ceramics and burial of
the dead. [122] Agriculture increased the population, the capacity to store and redistribute crops, and the potential to support skilled artisans and managers. [123] His most prominent site is Jiahu. [123] Some scholars have suggested that the symbols of Jiahu (6600 B.C.) are the earliest form of proto-writing in China. [124] However, it is likely that
they were not understood as writings per se, but rather the characteristics of a long period of use of signs, which eventually led to a writing system completely with full rights. [125] Archaeologists believe that Peiligang’s culture was egalitarian, with little political organization. Eventually it evolved into the Yangshao culture (5000-3000 BC), and its
stone tools were polished and highly specialized. They may also have practiced an early form of silkworm culture. [126] The main food of the people of Yangshao was millet, with some sites using foxtail millet and other brooms, although they were Found some evidence of rice. The exact nature of Yangshao agriculture, the crop of small scale scales
and cultivation against intensive agriculture in permanent fields, is currently a matter of Once the ground was exhausted, the residents collected their belongings, moved to new lands and built new villages. [127] However, the settlements of Yangshao Middle Yangshao, such as Jiangzhi, contain elevated plant buildings that may have been used for the
storage of surplus grains. There were also milling stones to make flour. [128] Later, the Yangshao culture was replaced by Longshan's culture, who also focused on the yellow river from about 3000 to 1900 a. C., your most prominent site is Taosi. [129] The population expanded dramatically during the 3rd millennium BC, with many settlements that
had pressed terrestrial walls. He decreased in most of the areas around 2000 BC until the central area became the Erlitou culture of Bronze Age. The first bronze artifacts have been found on the Majiaao Culture Site (3100 to 2700 BC). [130] [131] Chinese civilization begins during the second phase of the Erlitou period (1900 to 1500 BC), with
Erlitou, considered the First State Level Society of East Asia. [132] There is considerable debate if Erlitou sites correlate with the semi-legendary dynasty Xia. The Xia Dynasty (2070 to 1600 BC) is the first dynasty that is described in the ancient Chinese historical records, such as the bamboo annals, published for the first time that a millennium later
during the period of Western Zhou. Although Xia is an important element in Chinese historiography, there is up to date, there is no contemporary written evidence to corroborate the dynasty. Erlitou saw an increase in metallurgy and bronze urbanization and was a rapid growth center with complex palaties that provide evidence of social
stratification. [133] The Erlitou civilization is divided into four phases, each of about 50 years. During phase I, covering 100 (250 acres), Erlitou was a fast-growing regional center with an estimated population of several thousand [134], but it is not yet a civilization or urban capital. [135] Urbanization began in Phase II, expanding to 300 ha (740
acres) with a population around A palace area of 12 A° Ha (30 acres) was demarcated by four roads. It contained the Palace of 150x50 mA2, consisting of three courtyards along an axis of 150 meters, and the Palace 5. [136] A bronze smelter was established south of the palace complex which was controlled by the elite who lived in the palaces. [137]
The city peaked in Phase III, and may have had a population of around 24,000. [135] The palace complex was surrounded by a two-metre-thick earthen wall, and palaces 1, 7, 8, 9 were built. Around 1600 to 1560 BC, about 6
kilometers northeast of Erlitou, a culturally walled city of Eligang, was built at Yanshi, [139] coinciding with an increase in the production of arrowheads at Erlitou. [134] This situation could indicate that the city of Yanshi competed for power and dominance with Erlitou. [134] Production of bronze and other elite goods ceased at the end of Phase IV,
at the same time that the city of Erligang of Zhengzhou was established 85 km (53 miles) to the east. There is no evidence of destruction by fire or war, but, during the upper Erligang phase (1450 “1300” 1300 “, all the palaces were abandoned, and Erlitou was reduced to a village of 30 A° HA (74 acres). [139] The earliest traditional Chinese dynasty
for which there is archaeological and written evidence is the Shang dynasty (1600-1046 BC). The sites of Shang have thrown First known body of Chinese writing, oracle bone ruling, mainly divinations inscribed in bones. During the third millennium BC, Norte Chico may have been the most densely populated area in the world (with the possible exception of northern China).[151] The valleys of the Supe, Pativilca, Fortaleza, and Huaura rivers have several related sites. Norte Chico is unusual because it lacked ceramics and apparently had almost no visual
art. However, civilization exhibited impressive architectural feats, including large piles of embankments and sunken circular squares, and an advanced textile industry.[4][152] Platform mounds, as well as large stone warehouses, provide evidence of a stratified society and centralized authority needed to distribute resources such as cotton.[4]
However, there is no evidence of warlike or defensive structures during this period.[151] Originally, it was theorized that, unlike other primitive civilizations, Norte Chico developed relying on marine sources of food instead of a basic cereal. This hypothesis, the Maritime Foundation of Andean Civilization, is still much debated; however, most research
agrees that agriculture played a central role in the development of civilization, although it still recognizes a strong additional dependence on marine proteins.[154]] [155] [155] The territories of Norte Chico were “almost certainly theocratic, though not brutally”, according to Mann. The construction areas show possible evidence of banquets, which
would have included music and probably alcohol, suggesting an elite able to mobilize and reward the population[4]. The degree of centralization of authority is difficult to determine, but architectural patterns indicate an elite that, at least in some places and at certain times, wielded considerable power: that part of the monumental architecture was
built gradually, other buildings, such as the two main pillars of Caral, seem to have been In one or two intense construction phases.[151] As further evidence of centralized control, Haas points to remnants of large stone warehouses found in Upaca, Pativilca, as emblematic of authorities able to control vital resources such as cotton.[4] The economic
authority would have relied on in the control of cotton and edible plants and associated trade relations, with power centered on the interior sites. Haas tentatively suggests that the reach of this economic power base may have been greatly expanded: there are only two confirmed coastal sites in Norte Chico (Aspero and Bandurria) and possibly two
more, but cotton nets and domesticated plants have been found along the length and breadth of the Peruvian coast. It is possible that the main centers of the interior of Norte Chico were at the center of an extensive regional trade network centered on these resources.[151] Discover magazine, quoting Shady, suggests a rich and varied commercial
life: “[Caral] exported its own products and those of Aspero to distant communities in exchange for exotic imports: Spondylus shells from the coast of Ecuador, rich dyes from the Andean mountains, hallucinogenic tobacco from the Amazon.” “[156] (Given the still limited scope of Norte Chico’s research, such claims should be treated with caution.)
Other reports of Shady’s work indicate that Caral traded with communities in the Andes and in the rainforests of the Amazon basin across the Andes.[157] The ideological power of the leaders was based on apparent access to deities and the supernatural.[151] The evidence about the religion of the Norte Chico is limited: an image of the Basic God, a
lazy figure with hood and fangs, has been found in a pumpkin dated 2250 BC. Amazon basin and spread to the region of Andean culture around 2000 BC. The next important civilization to emerge in the Andes will be the ChavAn culture in ChavAn de HuAjntar, located in the Andean highlands of the current Ancash Region. It is believed to have been built around 900 BC and was the religious and political center of the Chavan
people. [171] The emergence of the Olmec civilization has traditionally been dated between 1600 and 1500 B.C. The Olmec features first emerged in the city
of San Lorenzo TenochtitlAjn, merging fully around 1400 BC. The emergence of civilization was favored by the local ecology of well-watered alluvial soils, as well as by the transportation network provided by the Coatzacoalcos River basin[171]. This environment fostered a densely concentrated population, which in turn triggered the emergence of an
elitist class and associated demand for the production of the symbolic and sophisticated luxury artifacts that define Olmec culture.[172] Many of these luxury artifacts were made of materials such as jade, obsidian, and magnetite, which came from distant places and suggest that the early Olmec elites had access to an extensive commercial network in
Mesoamerica. Perhaps the most well-known aspect of Olmec culture today is its work of art, particularly the colossal Olmec heads.[173] San Lorenzo was located in the middle of a vast agricultural area.[174] San Lorenzo seems to have been largely a ceremonial site, a city without walls, centered in the middle of a vast settlement. Medium to large-
scale agricultural sector. The ceremonial center and associated buildings may have housed 5,500 people, while the entire area, including the interior, may have reached 13,000.[175] It is believed that while San Lorenzo controlled much or all of the Coatzacoalcos basin, the areas to the east (such as the area where La Venta would rise to the top of the
prominence) and to the northwest (such as the Tuxtla Mountains) were the home of independent politics.[176] St. Lawrence was almost abandoned around 900 BC. at the same time that La Venta rose to prominence. A wholesale destruction of many monuments of San Lorenzo also occurred around 950 BC, which may indicate an internal uprising or,
let alone, less An invasion. [177] However, the last idea is that environmental changes may have been responsible for this change in the Olmec centers, with some important rides by changing course. Between 400 and 350 BC, the population in the eastern half of the olmec Heartland fell hastily. [184] This depopulation was probably the result of serious
environmental changes that lent the inadequate region for large groups of farmers, in particular changes in the riberia environment that the olmec depended on agriculture, hunting and collection, and transportation . These changes may have been caused by tectonic disorders or sinking, or the sediment of the river due to agricultural practices. [171]
[173] Within a few hundred years of abandonment of the last Olmec cities, the successor cultures were firmly established. The site of three zapotes, at the western end of the olmec Heartleland, continued to be busy a little after 400 BC, but without the seals of the Olmec culture. This post-Olmec culture, often tagged Epi-Olmec, has similar
characteristics to those found in Izapa, about 550 km (330 miles) to the southeast. [185] The Olmecs are sometimes known as Mesoamé Mother's culture, since they were the first Mesoamerican civilization and sat many of the foundations for the civilizations that followed.
