He’s playing Monopoly, and his piece is the car. He lands in a space with a hotel and doesn’t have the money to pay the fee. A woman in a department store fills her basket
to the top and leaves the store without paying. Although she is seen, no one calls the police or attempts to stop her. Why? The woman works there. She fills the basket with trash and takes it to the dumpster. Why are manhole covers round? A square manhole cover can be turned and dropped down the diagonal of the manhole. A round manhole cover
cannot be dropped down the manhole. So for safety reasons, all manhole covers should be round. Welcome to the brain-tingling world of trick questions! These aren’t just any questions; they’re clever conundrums designed to challenge your thinking and boost your IQ. Let’s dive into some mind-bending trick questions that will leave your neurons
firing on all cylinders. “If a clock strikes thirteen, what time is it?” It’s time to get the clock fixed, as clocks do not strike thirteen. “If you overtake the person in second place in a race, what position are you in?” You are in second place now. “A little girl kicks a soccer ball.
