It centers on a teenage boy named Tanjiro Kamado who trains to become a demon slayer once he
discovers his entire family has been murdered by a demon except for his sister, Nezuko. He embarks on a journey to become a powerful demon slayer and find a way to turn Nezuko human again, while meeting plenty of friends and foes along the way.Tanjiro's two closest friends and travel companions in "Demon Slayer" are Inosuke Hashibira and
Zenitsu Agatsuma, both of whom also survived in the same Final Selection group as Tanjiro. He ends up making it out of
the Final Selection alive, but he's not happy about it. In fact, he's upset he was hoping he would die and get out of having to fight demons. He's not at all confident in himself, often repeating that he "knows he'll die soon" and "it's only a matter of time."Fortunately for him, he does have amazing powers. Otherwise, he likely wouldn't have made it out
of the demon-infested examination. As the show progresses, we realize the extent of Zenitsu's powers before he does partly because he accesses those powers in an unusual way. In the first few episodes that feature Zenitsu, he appears to be a whiny weakling who survives out of sheer luck. However, that changes in Episode 12 "The Boar Bares Its
Fangs, Zenitsu Sleeps." Tanjiro, Zenitsu, and two children are stuck in the Tsuzumi Mansion that's controlled by a demon. When the group is split up, Zenitsu and the young boy named Shoichi are left together, with Zenitsu screaming and freaking out the whole time. Eventually, his cries draw the attention of another demon that chases them and
prepares to attack.As the demon gets closer, he describes how he's going to eat their brains with his creepy demon tongue. Zenitsu is overcome with fear and faints, leaving the terrified Shoichi to fend for himself. Suddenly, while asleep, Zenitsu stands and fights with an impressive strength, and we see his Thunder Breathing powers for the first time.
After defeating the demon, he wakes up and immediately forgets everything that just happened, and he thanks a very confused Shoichi for saving them.Throughout the show, we see this same pattern of Zenitsu falling asleep usually due to passing out from terror and becoming extremely quick, powerful, and confident, only to wake up without
realizing the extent of his powers. Much like Tanjiro and the other powerful demon slayers, Zenitsu has a heightened sense that helps him detect danger. While Tanjiro has an amazing sense of smell, Zenitsu has a heightened sense of hearing. This is shown early on when he hears the scared children outside of the Tsuzumi Mansion before he or
Tanjiro ever see them. Zenitsu also hears the demon drumming from within the house before they enter, which (not surprisingly) makes him extremely terrified about approaching it.Once they escape from the Tsuzumi Mansion, Tanjiro finds Zenitsu bruised after protecting the box Nezuko is kept in from Inosuke. Zenitsu explains that he defended the
box because Tanjiro called it his most prized possession. He knew that Nezuko was inside the whole time, because demons sound different than humans. He goes on to explain his powerful hearing abilities, saying "All living creatures constantly give off vibrations. The world is full of sounds ringing out: breathing, heartbeats, the rhythm of blood
circulating. By listening closely, I'm able to tell what kind of thoughts are going through someone's head." When Zenitsu is asleep, he's able to access his natural abilities as a powerful swordsman. He uses the Thunder Breathing fighting style, and he was trained by the former Thunder Hashira named Jigoro Kuwajima. In his fights against demons, we
see that Zenitsu can generate flashes of lightning when performing exceptionally powerful attacks. Zenitsu also uses a Nichirin Blade like all the other demon slayers, which is specially made to kill demons due to the sun-absorbing ore it's made from.Zenitsu is also an extremely quick fighter, often surprising his opponents by striking quickly before
they realize what hit them. We first get a peek at his skill when he's fighting the demon in Tsuzumi Mansion; He slices the demon's tongue off before the demon has time to dodge Zenitsu's weapon. Though Zenitsu only learned one attack, he did so to perfection, and can execute it at outstanding speed. Much to his dismay, Zenitsu is not quite popular
with the ladies. In fact, he tends to repel women and earn much-deserved slaps in the face when he crosses the line. As a side effect of his cowardice, Zenitsu really wants to marry a girl before he inevitably dies in combat. However, he goes about it in a horrible way, often harassing strangers and making a giant nuisance of himself.While Zenitsu is
quite awful when it comes to his "romantic" side, his obsession with girls also enables him to gather strength. When Zenitsu, Tanjiro, and Inosuke are training at the Butterfly Mansion, Zenitsu overpowers both of the other boys at the same time when he gets upset that they were spending time with girls and complaining about it. He also gets
extremely defensive of Nezuko, finding what little bravery he has and using it to either run after her and keep her from harm, or attempt to defend her honor. The fact that his powers increase when he's around women could actually help him find a match if he wasn't so problematic any other time he speaks of and interacts with girls.Love him or hate
him, Zenitsu is a powerful fighter who more than deserves a spot in the Demon Slayer Corps. We can't wait to see how his powers progress over the future seasons of "Demon Slayer." Funimation in Winter 2021, it turned a lot of heads, and many of us became instant fans. The Horimiya manga, however, has been a huge success for quite some time, racking up insane sales numbers. The question for both new fans of the anime and manga readers who are simply interested in picking up the manga is this: is the Horimiya manga
actually worth reading? Ive answered this question a few times, with a few different manga series. And, the answer always changes depending on the series. I personally believe that The Promised Neverland manga is infinitely better than the anime. The Attack on Titan anime, however, is so good that reading the manga as well is hard to justify.
Before we do answer the question of whether or not the Horimiya manga is worth reading, however, lets make sure were all on the same page, literally. Read More: Why You Need to Read Beastars Horimiya (full title: Hori-san to Miyamura-kun) is a romance manga series that was originally both written and drawn by mangaka Hiroki Adachi (using
the pen name Hero). The manga became known as Horimiya when it was adapted by artist Daisuke Hagiwara (kind of a One Punch Man situation). As this version of the Horimiya manga wrapped up, the anime adaptation began airing and gaining a whole new fanbase. Horimiya is a refreshing teen romance story that centres on the titular Kyoko Hori
and Izumi Miyamura, two high school classmates who quickly fall in love. Hori-san is a popular honour student with a hidden home life: she raises her little brother and manages the home because her parents are busy. Miyamura-kun plays the introverted and lonely otaku at school but is, in actual fact, a sexy, tattooed, and pierced himbo. The story
moves at an impressive click, with the surface-level readings of these characters thrown in our faces in chapter one, before being immediately stripped away, revealing the more complex lives and personalities of these two love interests. Until the storys beginning, Hori and Miyamura have never spoken. He keeps a low profile by design and her heavy
responsibilities keep her from noticing other people. Its their secrets, which are quickly exposed to the other, which form a bond between them. Miyamura begins to spend every evening after school at Horis home. He brings cake from his familys bakery and he helps her raise her adorable little brother. The two confide in one another, letting their
guards down and letting the other one see their true colours. The romance between Hori and Miyamura moves refreshingly quickly, and its this that fans have praised. They do very little dancing around the plot; they move at a more satisfying click; their story is not a teasing will-they-wont-they affair; its a budding, blossoming, growing romance. The
Horimiya manga and anime alike both succeed thanks to two key aspects. The first is this aforementioned quickly-paced and growing romance. The other is the strength of both characters. Hori is a wonderfully realised female protagonist with fears, anxieties, pride, responsibilities, and several layers to her character. Miyamura is a boy tortured by
the traumas he faced in middle school; a boy who has found methods for coping with that trauma while also keeping his head above water in the process. In short, theres a reason why the Horimiya manga is such an incredible success, and why the anime has hit the ground running. This is a series that blends original comedy with very grounded
characterisation and storytelling. Read More: Sweet & Essential BL Manga Whether you read the Horimiya manga or watch the anime, youre in for a wonderful time. Every strength I mentioned above applies to both the manga and the anime. Whichever medium you choose, youre going to experience the story and romance of Horimiya and be very
satisfied. I mentioned above that Attack on Titan and The Promised Neverland had pretty clear-cut answers about reading the manga versus watching the anime. Horimiya is a little more muddled, unfortunately. There are solid reasons for reading the Horimiya manga but theres also a strong argument for just sticking to the Horimiya anime. Lets
tackle them one at a time. Read More: Komi Cant Communicate (Manga) Review First off, heres why you should read the Horimiya manga: its long. The anime will take a good while to catch up. In terms of volumes, the Horimiya manga is fifteen volumes long, and that could take at least three anime seasons to catch up to. If you dont have the
patience and youre desperate for the satisfaction of an arc and an ending, you need to read the Horimiya manga. What the manga also has over the Horimiya anime is that, as is the case with any book or manga that gets adapted, readers of the original are privy to more story details, inner monologues, and character backgrounds. Books and manga
are always soaked in details that anime and live-action adaptations gloss over. If you want the full Horimiya experience, you need to read the manga, even if youve watched the anime. If you want to wring every last drop of dialogue and narrative from this story, the Horimiya manga is a must-read. To take a large and obvious example, the Horimiya
anime completely omits chapters 5 and 6 of the manga (stylised as Page 5 and Page 6 in the manga). In chapter 5, Miyamura has a cold; in chapter 6 their class takes a trip to Kyoto. These chapters make up the ending of volume 1 of the manga, and theyre missing from the anime. However, we need to put a big, fat pin in this point. I will be returning
to it below, when we get to why you should watch the Horimiya anime instead. Another reason to read the Horimiya manga is that its pretty. Daisuke Hagiwara is a great artist who manages to breathe so much life into the nuanced little moments that characters share. From tiny facial details to big, bombastic reactions, he delivers every time. Tense
and quiet moments are handled with as much gravity as explosive comedic moments. The art of the Horimiya manga is very blocky. There are few shades of grey; instead, we switch from large swathes of white with simple black outlines to thick, dense black pools of ink. This yin-yang approach does an obvious but successful job of establishing our two
characters, with Miyamura-kun being yin and Hori-san being yang. Lets take that big, fat pin out now. I mentioned that the Hormiya anime omits plenty of story beats and dialogue, and even entire chapters of the manga. And, while thats a good reason to read the Horimiya manga instead of (or as well as) watching the anime, its actually not that
clear-cut. Put simply, every moment of the manga that the anime has omitted (so far) has been pretty superfluous. Rather than leaving out important scenes and chapters (like The Promised Neverland anime has done), the Horimiya anime is just trimming the fat. Everything from the Horimiya manga that has been left on CloverWorks cutting room
floor was worth cutting. Every move to trim the fat has been the right call. As I mentioned, chapters 5 and 6 of the manga are missing entirely, but thats fine. They didnt matter. They didnt serve the plot enough to justify keeping them in the anime. Its amazing how savvy and carefully CloverWorks have been when slimming the manga down. The pace
of the anime is tighter for it, without sacrificing a single ounce of characterisation and drama. The Horimiya anime (much like Demon Slayer) is a lesson in how to properly adapt a manga series. Even beyond cutting the fat, CloverWorks have gone one step further and actively improved on several aspects of the original Horimiya manga. To start with,
there are a few moments and jokes in the Horimiya manga that rely on punching down. Depending on your sensibilities, some of the mangas jokes can be read as homophobic and transphobic. These same jokes have been tweaked in the anime, making for a far more wholesome viewing experience for everyone (except for the opening scene of Episode
10, which was hugely disappointing). Speaking of comedy, the Horimiya anime is in my opinion far funnier than the manga. While most of the jokes remain the same, the animes direction, pacing, and, most of all, the outstanding skills of the Japanese voice cast elevate every single funny moment to new heights. While the manga will elicit a few smiles
and chuckles each chapter, the Horimiya anime is consistently laugh-out-loud funny. In my experience, the opposite is so often the case. As a random example, I laughed so much harder reading Good Omens than I did listening to the audiobook or watching the show. So, for the Horimiya anime to actually enhance the comedy of the manga is a pretty
massive feat. The anime also wins in the translation and localisation department. The jokes are better translated, as I said, but so is almost every line of dialogue. Puns, metaphors, and colloquialisms are all tighter, brighter, and smarter in the anime. The manga translation is a little more barebones. The anime has more colour and flair in its
translation. As I said at the beginning, the case is often a lot simpler than this. If youve watched Attack on Titan, the manga doesnt offer enough to justify reading it as well. The manga of The Promised Neverland, however, is superior to the anime in every way. Like with the Demon Slayer manga vs anime debate, the Horimiya manga and anime each
offer solid reasons for choosing one over the other. Bottom line is this: if you want the entire story and cant wait to see where it goes, you need to read the Horimiya manga. However, if you want the best version of the story, with superior comedy, pacing, and translation, as well as all the fat cut out, you need to watch the Horimiya anime instead. Buy
a copy of Horimiya Volume 1 here! Its an irrefutable fact that Demon Slayer: Kimetsu no Yaiba is the biggest anime in the world right now. Hype surrounding the Demon Slayer anime is intense, and the Mugen Train movie has become one of the biggest box office hits in the history of Japanese animation. Because of this, the Demon Slayer manga,
written and drawn by mangaka Koyoharu Gotouge, has been flying off the shelves. But is the Demon Slayer manga actually worth reading? This is a reasonable question, given the fact that the Demon Slayer anime is flat-out stunning to watch, with some imaginative animation, pitch-perfect pacing, and gorgeous effects. When we have an anime of this
pedigree, is the manga source material worth investing in? Not to mention the fact that, unlike popular adaptations like Tokyo Ghoul and Horimiya, the Demon Slayer anime is faithfully adapting the original manga. In spite of these genuine and reasonable caveats, the Demon Slayer manga is still absolutely worth investing in. To prove my point, Ill be
writing this with a slightly more personal bent than I usually do, talking about my own experience with reading the Kimetsu no Yaiba manga and the reservations I had with it beforehand. Lets start with why many fans of the Kimetsu no Yaiba anime, myself included, may feel less inclined to read the source material. While every anime and manga fan
is different, I usually refrain from reading a manga if its anime adaptation is doing a good enough job. This is because I read an awful lot of novels as it is and I dont need to add even more reading material to my stack. There have been many exceptions to this, however. For example, I started reading the Promised Neverland manga before it was
adapted into an anime and, when I finally watched the anime, I didnt think its animation and cinematography measured up to the tone and design of the original manga. Another example is Tokyo Ghoul, the anime adaptation of which, I had heard, doesnt measure up to the manga. So Ive never seen it. Instead, I went straight for the Tokyo Ghoul
manga instead. Having seen a few panels and flicked through volumes of the Demon Slayer manga in bookshops, I got the immediate impression that this was another Attack on Titan situation, where the anime is simply far prettier than the manga. The Demon Slayer manga looked raw, unpolished, and lacking in detail. Therefore, if the anime is
prettier and is a faithful adaptation then why read the Demon Slayer manga at all? Another reason is money. Demon Slayer: Kimetsu no Yaiba Season 1 covers approximately six volumes of the manga. Thats a large investment in and of itself, and then most readers would simply feel compelled to continue buying and reading. Alternatively, they could
simply wait for Demon Slayer Season 2 to air and save a heap of money. These reservations are valid. And, after having read multiple issues of the Demon Slayer manga, my opinion regarding the art remains more-or-less the same. And yet, I still believe that the Demon Slayer manga is worth reading after all. So, to recap, the arguments against
reading the Demon Slayer manga are the following: The anime is a faithful adaptation The anime is far prettier The manga is an expensive investment I still maintain that these are legitimate arguments for avoiding the Demon Slayer manga and sticking to the anime. However, there is an irresistible charm to the writing and art skills of Koyoharu
Gotouge that is almost intoxicating in its strength. I shouldnt have been fooled by my own first impression when it came to the art of Demon Slayer: Kimetsu no Yaiba. Having been, in the past, an avid comic book collector, I should have keenly remembered all the times I flicked through a comic drawn by a more experimental artist, turned up my nose,
taken the plunge anyway, and been proven completely wrong.
