global superstar as a child thanks to the Harry Potter franchise, Daniel Radcliffe has spent most of his adult years appearing in smaller, more experimental projects. One of the finest examples of that approach is Swiss Army Man. The film stars Radcliffe and Paul Dano and takes the premise of Cast Away and Weekend at Bernie’s, adds a lot of farts,
and attempts to tell a genuine story about the best way to live your life. The bizarre premise is off-putting to some, but the actors were committed to portraying these characters, spending more time together during production than the filmmakers initially planned. Daniel Radcliffe and Paul Dano | Daniel Zuchnik/Getty Images Hank Thompson (Dano)
can’t see any hope on the horizon. He’s been stuck on a deserted island by himself for ages, and Swiss Army Man begins as he prepares to die by suicide on the beach. Just before he completes the act, Hank sees a body wash up on the shore and is intrigued enough by the event to investigate. He discovers that this corpse (Radcliffe, who is eventually
given the name Manny) is far from a lifeless body. His flatulence is so powerful that he can carry Hank across a stretch of the water, acts as a seemingly infinite reservoir of fresh water, and his rigor mortis-addled penis can double as a compass. You know, normal movie stuff. If that absurd set-up doesn’t immediately turn you off, Swiss Army

Man does get more sincere as it goes along. Over time, Manny regains his ability to talk, albeit without any memory of who he was before meeting Hank. The two of them fully embody the “just two guys being dudes” meme, bonding over adult mags, parties, and the Jurassic Park score to bring Manny up to speed. Hank’s issues are much more deep-
seated, though, and Manny uses his extraordinary gifts to guide him toward his best self. Radcliffe appeared in a video for GQ discussing his most iconic roles. When it comes to the topic of Swiss Army Man, the actor first recalls how excited he was by the unorthodox nature of the project, followed by his delight in the finished product. Radcliffe said:
“It’s obviously got some fantastical crazy elements to it, but the combination of meeting them and talking to them, seeing their videos and reading the script, I was like, ‘yeah, I want to be involved in this,’ ... That was truly one of the best experiences I've ever had and probably the film that I'm proudest of.” While shooting the movie, he developed a
higher level of respect for Dano, who bears the brunt of Swiss Army Man’s most human moments. He also carried Radcliffe’s literal body throughout the movie. A dummy version of Radcliffe was made to make the production easier for both actors, but Dano generally preferred to hoist the real man on his back to further understand Hank’s journey.
Radcliffe also saw the value in it and considers a scene where Hank and Manny roleplay a conversation on a makeshift bus to be particularly special. “If I get hit by lightning tomorrow or something, if there’s one scene that I could pick from everything I've ever done to just be the thing that like lasts after me, it would be the scene on the bus from
Swiss Army Man,” he concluded. A movie this weird is never going to be a box office hit, but Swiss Army Man does have a legacy for its filmmakers. Related ‘Everything Everywhere All At Once’ Nearly Starred Daniel Radcliffe It was the first feature-length movie to be written and directed by the duo Daniel Scheinert and Daniel Kwan, professionally
known as Daniels. Swiss Army Man was nominated and won several awards on the independent circuit, including the Directing Award at Sundance in 2016. (Several audience members walked out of the first screening at the same festival.) The unbridled vision of the movie showed that the directors had promise, and their second feature, Everything
Everywhere All at Once, brought them wider commercial and critical acclaim. The film was an increasingly rare original blockbuster and will surely be in the mix for a lot of awards at the Oscars. The trailer and description are farcical—no, really, go take a look. Swiss Army
Man is an “absurdist comedy” (to call this film a comedy is a stretch IMO) directed by Daniel Kwan and Daniel Scheinert and stars Paul Dano as Hank and Daniel Radcliffe as Manny. We first meet Hank as he’s attempting suicide on what appears to be a deserted island. Hank’s efforts are interrupted when Manny’s seemingly-lifeless yet wildly-
flatulent body washes ashore. Moments later Hank decides to ride Harry Potter Manny like a jet ski across the water intent on finding civilization. As viewers learn Manny’s endless flatulence isn’t his only special skill: he vomits fresh drinking water, chops trees in half with his bare hands, and starts fires with his ass. Yes, this movie is absolutely
ridiculous. As Manny slowly regenerates, the bond between the two men intensifies and some wildly uncomfortable conversations ensue. Hank teaches Manny about life, masturbation (yup), and relationships, building incredible models and figurines from trash and nature found around their campsite. At times, it’s difficult to tell just how long these
two have been lost in the woods. Hank reveals that he’s secretly in love with a woman, Sarah, he sees often riding the bus alone. In true stalker fashion, Sarah’s face is the background photo on Hank’s iPhone (somehow the battery lasting this long is more absurd than Daniel Radcliffe’s boner compass). Hoping to unlock more of Manny’s mysterious
powers (and, ya know, eventually get home), Hank manipulates Manny into believing that Sarah is his long-lost love. The ending adds touches of ambiguity leaving viewers questioning how much of their journey actually happened and wondering whether or not Hank was just dragging around a dead body for the duration of the film. Themes of
friendship, loneliness, longing, and mental health run deep in Swiss Army Man. While this film is one that’s sure to live in my head rent-free for the time to come, it’s not one I'll be rushing to re-watch. Several items drift across the ocean, each carrying poignant messages from someone expressing feelings of hunger, boredom, and a desire to avoid
dying alone. On a desolate island, Hank Thompson (Paul Dano) prepares to end his life, but his plans are interrupted when he discovers the lifeless body of a young man, Manny (Daniel Radcliffe), washed ashore. As Hank struggles to get to Manny, he accidentally tightens the noose around his neck, leading to a comically near-hang until the rope
snaps.In a moment of desperation, Hank checks for a pulse, only to find that Manny is dead. To his astonishment, a rumble emanates from the corpse, followed by a loud fart. Hank removes Manny’s belt in another attempt at suicide, but the constant farting causes the body to shift, prompting a bizarre idea that leads Hank to utilize the gas for
propulsion, reminiscent of a jet ski, only to tumble into the water shortly thereafter.When Hank regains consciousness, he finds himself in a woodland area, convinced that Manny’s body has miraculously saved him. He drags Manny into a cave to shield them from the downpour. As the night progresses, Hank is astonished to see Manny collect
rainwater by cupping his mouth. The next morning, parched and desperate, Hank watches as Manny ejects the water from his mouth, which Hank eagerly drinks. Thanking the corpse, he begins to converse with it; to Hank’s shock, Manny replies groggily with, “Okay, buddy.” In a moment of surprise, Hank reacts aggressively, punching Manny.Hank
starts to see signs of life in Manny, who begins mumbling what sounds like “Manny,” and it sticks. Although Hank doubts his sanity, starved and alone, he starts teaching Manny about the living world, from the basics of bodily functions to the intricacies of love. Amid their journey, they come across a sports magazine featuring a stunning woman,
stirring something within Manny that leads him to develop a fascination with her. As they trek through the woods, Manny’s newfound erections amusingly serve as a compass for their adventures.Their trek is not without mishaps. Hank inadvertently steps in excrement, and then they hear a bear growling nearby, sending them tumbling down a hill.
During the chaos, Manny stumbles upon Hank’s phone, revealing a photo of the very woman who has captured his heart, Sarah (Mary Elizabeth Winstead). With newfound motivation to return home, Hank helps Manny understand love, even staging interactions where Manny awkwardly attempts to talk to Sarah through Hank’s misdirection and
roleplay.As Hank builds several imaginative structures, including a bus and a theater, they indulge in playful scenarios where they explore their emotional lives, from discussing family dynamics to the realities of intimacy. With an inventive flair, Hank creatively uses Manny for various practical tasks, such as hunting and as a source for shadow
puppetry performances of classic films like Jurassic Park and E.T.Their adventure takes a perilous turn when they navigate a precarious pipe over a river, which collapses and sends them plunging into the water. With astonishing humor, they are propelled to the surface by Manny’s flatulence yet again. Hank finds a brief moment of connection and
hope when he gains service on his phone and sees a birthday message from his father, only to then face the heartbreaking reality of Sarah’s own life—she has a husband and a daughter. This revelation deeply wounds Manny, who feels misled about his chance at love.As they hide in a tree to escape a bear, Hank sustains an injury as they attempt to
draw attention to their perilous predicament. Their chaotic entrance leads to a frightened encounter with Sarah’s
young daughter, Chrissy (Antonia Ribero). The unusual sight of Manny causes a mix of confusion and terror, prompting Sarah to call for help.Soon, paramedics, police, and reporters flood the scene, mistakenly thinking Hank is deceased when they spot Manny in a body bag. In a disheartening moment, Hank’s father arrives, only to find the aftermath
devastating. However, as Hank’s chaotic tale unfolds, and his feelings for Sarah are displayed on social media, the bizarre nature of their adventure catches up with him. Yet
Tim Burton’s charmingly creepy take on this time-travelling tale is less a marriage, more an enchanting high-end makeover.For there’s so much here that resonates with Burton’s back catalogue. Alienated suburban teen hero Jake (Asa Butterfield) who flees Florida for a remote Welsh island at the story’s start, is your classic Burton boy. His
grandfather Abe’s been mysteriously murdered, and the timorous Jake is determined to find out if the Peculiar children he spoke of are an old man’s fairy tales (remember Big Fish?) or a vital clue.When Miss Peregrine’s mutant charges whisk him back to 1943 (they live in a one day time-loop, Groundhog Day-style), their plight, as well as their
turreted mansion echoes Edward Scissorhands. As Jake takes up Abe’s challenge
to protect the Peculiars from the monstrous Wights who seek to suck out their immortality, it throws in YA emotional angst, Hugo-style retro innocence, and dark Harry Potter-ish scares.Bringing all the latest movie news, features, and reviews to your inboxBut Burton’s rich style, and surprisingly sincere tone draw it all together skilfully. Unlike Alice
in Wonderland and Charlie and the Chocolate Factory, which brought wild fantasy, surreal colour, and OTT performances into classic kid-lit, this film creates a real-world feel alongside its fantastical episodes. Jake’s tentative first-love with the feisty, free-floating air-controlling Emma (Ella Purnell) has proper teen awkwardness. Its heightened reality
