It is the first published and best known as seven novels in the Nonvenian Critics (
1950 - 1956). Among all books by the author, it is also the most widely fulfilled libraries. [2] Although it was originally the first of the Narnia's crops, it is the two volume in recent editions that are sequenced by the chronology of the stories. As the other crops, it was illustrated by Pauline Baynes, and her work was held in many later editions. [1] [3]
Most of the novel is situated in Nonvina, a land of speakers and magical creatures that are governed by the Malignant White Witch. In the story history, four English children are reallocated to a large cottage, after a war evacuation. The youngest, Lucy, visit northern times through the magic of a wardrobe in a reposition room. Three lucy's sisters are
with her in her third visit to Narnia. In Narnia, the brothers seem adequate to fulfill an old prophecy and find themselves venturing to save Narnia and their lives. The Lion Aslan gets his life to save one of the children; Later he rises from the dead, wins the white witch and crown the Kings and Queens of Nonven. Lewis wrote the book to (and
dedicated a) his finger, Lucy Barfield. She was the daughter of Owen Barfield, friend of Lewis, teacher, counselor and administrator. [4] In 2003, the lion, the witch and the wardrobe was ninth in BBC's the Big Read Poll. [5] Time magazine included the romance on your list of the 100 best adult books of all time, [6] as well as your list of the 100 best
English novels published since 1923. [7] Peter, Susan, Edmund and Lucy Pevensie are evacuated from London in 1940, to escape the blitz, and sent to live with Professor Digory Kirke in a large house in the English countryside. When exploring the house, Lucy enters a wardrobe and discovers the maggical world of Narnia. Here, she knows the fauna
named Tumnus, to whom she addresses himself as "Mr. Tumnus." The Tumnus invites her to his cave for the ground and admits that he intended to report Lucy for the White Witch, the false ruler of Nonvenation that kept the earth in the winter perpetal, but he regrets and the guide home. Although Lucy's brothers initially descent her nit history,
Edmund follows her to the wardrobe and ends up in a separate area of Narnia and finds the white witch. The witch makes Edmund with Turkish pleasure and persuading him to bring his brothers with the promise to be made a prince. Edmund reassembled with Lucy and both return home. Meanwhile, the beavers perceive where Edmund was gone, and leading the children to find aslan on the stone table. During the walk, the group realizes that the snow is melting and takes it as a sign that the magic of the witch's white is
disappearing. This is confirmed by a visit from the father Christmas, which had been kept out of the nournal by the magic of the witch, and he leaves the group with gifts and weapons. The children and the beavers They arrive at the stone table and find Aslan and his exemption. The captain of the white witch wolf approaches the camp and attacks
Susan, but it is dead by Peter. The white witch arrives and parleys with Aslan, invoking the "deep magic of the dawn of time" that gives you the right to kill Edmund for its betrayal. Aslan then speaks to the witch alone and, in his return, he announces that the witch resigned his claim to Edmund's life. Aslan and followers move the camp in the nearest
forest. That night, Susan and Lucy secretly follow Aslan to the stone table. They watch at the distance when the witch puts Aslan to death - as they had agreed on his covenant to save Edmund. The next morning, Aslan is resurrected by the "deepest magic of before the dawn of time," which has the power to reverse death if a vastness willing to take
the place of a traitor. Aslan takes the girls to the witch castle and relive the narnians the witch turned to stone. They join the forces of Narnian fighting against the witch's exemption. Narnian's Exchange prevails, and Aslan kills the witch. The children of Pevensie are then crowned kings and queens of Nonven in Qatar Navel. After a long and happy
reign, the pensies, now adults, goes to a hunt for the white blow that is said to grant the wishes of those who catch. The four arrived at the lamp post by marking the entry of the nain and, having forgotten about it, disintegration pass through the wardrobe and return to England; They are kids again, no time having passed since their departure. They
tell the story to Kirke, who believes in them and reassures the children who will return to Narnia one day when they least wait. Main characters Lucy is the newest of four siblings. In some ways, it is the main protagonist of history. She is the first to discover the land of Nonnia, which she inadvertently enters when she enters a wardrobe as she
explores the teacher's house. When Lucy tells her three sisters about Nonnia, they do not believe her: Pedro and Susan think she's just playing a game while Edmund persistently ridicules her. In Narnia, she is crowned Queen Lucy the brave. Edmund is the second youngest of four siblings. He has a bad relationship with his brother and sisters.
Edmund is known for being a liar and often bound Lucy. Lered by the promise of white witch's power and an unlimited offer of magic delicacies, Edmund betrays his brothers. Later he regrets and helps defeat the white witch. He is eventually crowned King Edmund the righteous. Susan is the second older brother. She does not believe in Narnia until
she really goes there. She and Lucy accompany Aslan on the journey to the stone table, where she allows the witch to take her life into Edmund's place. Tending to the carcass of Aslan, she removes a snout from her to restore her dignity and supervise a horde of mice that brings her tutulants. She then shares the joy of her resurrection and the effort
to bring reinforcements to a christian battle. Susan is crowned Queen Susan the gentle. Pedro is the older brother. He Resolves disputes between your sisters and younger sisters, often rebuking Edmund for your attitude. attitude. Also do not believe Lucy's stories about Nonnia until he sees him for himself. He is greeted as a hero for the murder of
Maocrim and for his command in the battle to overthrow the white witch. He is crowned Supreme King of Nonven and nicknamed King Peter, the magnificent. Aslan, a lion, is the legitimate King of Nonvenia and other magical countries. He sacrifices himself to save Edmund, but is resurrected in time to help the inhabitants of Nonnia and the Children
of Pevensie against the White Witch and its Lacaios. As "the son of the emperor in the sea" (an alluse to God, the Father), Aslan is the powerful creator of Nonven. Lewis revealed that he wrote Aslan as a portrait, although he is not an allegural portrait of Christ. [8] The white witch is the self-proclaimed queen of the earth and the main antagonist of
history. Her reign in NAjrnia made winter persist for a hundred years without end to sight. When triggered, she had seen creatures for stone with the wand. She fears the fulfillment of a prophecy that "two sons of adanity and two daughters of Eve" (which means two male humans and two female human) the supplantaréo. It usually is referred to as
"the white witch", or just "the witch". Real name of her, Jadis, appears once in the warning left at the door of Tumnus after his prison. Lewis later wrote a prequel to include his story back and tells his presence in the world of Narniana. The teacher is a gentle gentleman who takes the children when they are evacuated from London. He is the first to
believe that Lucy really visited a land named Narnia. He tries to convince others logically she did not do it. After the children return from Nonvina, he ensures that they return one day. The book suggests that he knows more of Narnia than he leaves in (expanded suggestions in later Books of Series). Tumnus, a fauna, is the first individual Lucy (who
calls him "Tumnus") finds in Narnia. Tumnus made friends with Lucy, despite the white witch order to become any human he finds. Writing Lewis described the origin of the lion, the witch and the wardrobe in an entitled essay "All started with
an image": [9] The lion began with a photo of a fauna carrying a guard -Chuva and parcels on a nevada wood. This photo had been in my mind since I was about 16 years old. So one day when I was about 40 years old, I said to myself: 'Let's try to make a story about it." Shortly before World War II, many children were evacuated from London to the
English countryside to escape bombing attacks in London by Nazi Germany. On September 2, 1939, three school girls, Margaret, Mary, and Katherine, [10] [11] came to live in the oven in Risinghurst, the house of Lewis 3 Mi (4.8 km) to the east of the city center Oxford. Lewis later suggested that the experience gave him a new appreciation of
children, and at the end of September, [12] he began the child history on a strange leaf that survived as part of another manuscript: This book is about four children, whose names were Ann, Martin, Rose and Peter. But he is more about Peter, who was the youngest. They all had to leave London suddenly because of actual attacks, and because the
Father, who was in Existing, had gone to war and his mother was doing some kind of war work. In his rehearsal "Everything started with an image," Lewis continues: "At the beginning I had a very little idea of how the story would. But suddenly, Aslan came inside him. I think I had had many
dreams of Lions. About this time. In addition, I do not know where the lion came or why he came. But once he was there, he pulled all the story together, and soon pulled the six other stories of Narnian after him. Paperback edition of the US published by Collier between 1970 and 1994, which sold many millions, had only 17 illustrations, many of them cut from the originals, giving many readers in that country a very different experiment when reading the romance . All illustrations were restored to the 1994 Worldwide Harpercollins issue, although these
illustrations did not clarity the first impressions. [22] Reception Lewis really enjoyed writing the lion, the witch and the wardrobe and embarked on the sequel of the champion prince shortly after finishing the first novel. He completed the sequence until 1949, less than a year after finishing the initial book. The lion, the witch and the wardrobe had
few readers during 1949 and it was not until the end of 1950, then your initial initial No stem of the favorable reception by the Public. [23] While Lewis is known today in the force of Nonvenia Histories as highly successful child writer, the initial christian response was silenced. However, the novel and its successors were highly popular with young readers, and Lewis's publisher was about to release other Nonvenia history. [25] A 2004 U.S
study discovered that the Lion was a read book aloud for the schools in schools in San Diego County, California. [26] In 2005, it was included in the internal list of time of the 100 best English novels published since 1923. [27] Based on an online poll of 2007, the national association of Education of the US listed as one of his "Top 100 Books of
Teachers for Children". [28] In 2012, it was ranked in the number five among the children's novels of all time in a survey published by the Journal of the School Library, a monthly with mainly the public of US [29] a survey of 2012 by the University of Worcester determined That was the second most common book that the UK adults read as children,
after Alice's adventures in wonders.
