[3]	The	central	argument	in	principles	was	that	"the	present	is
the	key	to	the	past":	that	geological	remains	from	the	distant	past	could,	and	must	be	explained	by	reference	to	geological	processes	now	in	operation	and	therefore	directly	observable.	The	book	is	noticeable	because	it	is	one	of	the	first	to	use	the	term	"evolution"	in	the	context	of	biological	spectacion.	[5]	[6]	At	Lyell's	work,	he	described	the	three
rules	he	believes	to	cause	the	earth's	constant	change.	The	first	rule	is	that	geological	change	comes	from	slow	and	continuing	procedures	that	are	happening	during	a	long	period	of	time.	[7]	This	rule	is	the	basic	ideal	of	uniformitarianism	and	is	easy	to	understand	why	this	was	a	rule.	The	second	rule	is	that	all	the	forces	affecting	the	geology	of	the
earth	comes	from	the	earth.	[7]	The	third	rule	is	that	the	celestial	cycles	do	not	affect	the	patterns	of	the	geological	registry	of	the	earth.	[7]	Two	rule	and	the	three	rule	accompany	why	Lyell	thought	that	only	forces	on	earth	causes	changes	in	the	geology	of	the	earth,	and	nothing	more.	Volume	1	introduces	Lyell's	theory	of	uniformity.	He	develops
and	argues	that	the	terrestrial	processes	we	see	in	the	present	were	the	same	processes	than	in	the	past	and	caused	the	earth	to	seem	today.	[8]	This	volume	is	what	Darwin	took	with	him	on	his	journey	at	Beagle.	[9]	The	volume	2	constructs	the	theory	of	uniformitarianism	in	volume	1,	but	concentrates	more	on	the	organic	matte,	in	of	Inorganic
Matêcia.	In	the	3rd	volume,	Lyell	identifies	four	Pliocene	younger,	older	pliocene,	myocene	and	eocene.	Lyell	used	deposits	and	fansis	of	these	periods	to	discuss	uniformity	during	the	tertiary. In	1812,	Baron	Georges	Cuvier	argued	against	uniformity	with	the	results
of	his	study	of	the	Paris	Basin.	[7]	Cuvier	and	his	colleagues	found	long	changes	of	consistent	change	with	blinking	patterns	of	sudden	disappearance	of	fossils	in	the	geological	record	to	the	area,	which	is	now	known	as	mass	extinguishing.	[7]	Cuvier	explained	these	sudden	changes	in	the	geological	record	with	catastrophic	forces.	Lyell	responded	to
this	argument,	stating	that	the	geological	record	was	"grossly	imperfect"	and	that	observations	can	not	be	trusted	â	€	â	€	œ	if	they	are	against	"the	plan	of	nature".	[7]	In	the	last	years,	the	geólogs	began	to	question	the	laws	of	uniformity,	Lyell.	There	are	now	clear	evidence	of	catastrophic	change	caused	by	volcanic	eruptions,	large	earthquakes	and
asteroid	impacts.	[7]	In	addition,	there	are	evidence	that	certain	cataclysmic	occurrences	that	leave	marks	in	geological	and	fossile	records	may	correspond	to	the	periodicity	of	the	movement	cycle	of	the	Solar	System	movement	around	the	galático	nucleus	of	the	Via	Láctea.	Even	though	the	catstrophes	are	rare,	their	magnitude	can	affect	more
geology	than	was	appreciated	under	the	version	of	Lyell	uniformity.
